WITH A DISTINGUISHED SERVICE AWARD 

 
DENVER – Jim Riesberg received a Distinguished Service Award from the Denver Regional Council of 
Governments (DRCOG). The award was presented by DRCOG board secretary Bob Fifer at DRCOG’s 
annual awards celebration on April 26 at the Sheraton Downtown Denver. 
 
“As our aging population continues to grow, so too does the need for vital programs and services. I’m 
thankful for individuals like Jim Riesberg, who advocate for funding, services and support for older 
Coloradans,” said Doug Rex, DRCOG’s acting executive director. 
 
Riesberg is a long-time, respected advocate for Colorado’s older adult population. With his experience in 
the General Assembly and a master’s degree in gerontology, Riesberg was appointed to the Strategic 
Action Planning Group on Aging to identify the needs of Colorado’s older adults and how to address 
them.
